The  

concept note, which has already been accepted by the Council will get value addition  

after these academic events. We expect at least one hundred participants in each  

"Philosophy Teachers Meet" and twenty quality research papers on the concerned  

theme. The academic output of these activities will be published by the Council in the  

form of 'Anthologies'.  

ICPR has also proposed "Chair in Logic" in Eastern Zone at Presidency University,  

Kolkata and "Chair in Tribal Studies" at Western Zone in North Maharashtra  

University, Jalgaon at the Pratap Centre of Philosophy Amalner which is going to  

celebrate the Centenary in the year 2015-16. Rest of the six Chairs will soon be  

decided by the Council. Chair Professor can work up to 70 years with a monthly  

salary of Rupees One Lakh per month.  

The Council has selected 50 Universities for World Philosophy Day Celebration as per  

UNESCO guidelines and 50 Degree Colleges for periodic lectures within India.
